Interpreted as "beauty in functionality,”
the word YOUBI was coined in Japan’s
Mingei folk art movement. It expresses
the simple-yet-functional aesthetic and
unadorned beauty prized by the craftsmen
of ancient Japan. This type of beauty
has largely been in abeyance since the
Western concept of art was introduced to
Japan.

However, we have always cherished and
preserved this philosophy, giving shape
to our chef's sensibilities, providing their
customers with the highest quality cuisine.
If you recognize the work of a first-class
chef to be art expressing beauty, the uten-
sils employed do not need to be ornate.
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
